Chelsea LeValley is a professional actor/teaching artist in Seattle, WA. She holds a BFA in Music Theater and a minor in leadership and concentration in directing from Elon University, 2011. She teaches and directs musicals and plays for youth with major, reputable theater companies in town including Village Theater, Seattle Children’s Theater, Stone Soup Theater, Studio East, Couer d’ Alene Summer Theater, and others as well as having her own freelance youth directing projects and private students. She has been on tour with the 5th Avenue Theater’s Adventure Musical Theater company where she performed and interact with students all across the northwest and as an actor/director and trainer with Missoula Children’s Theater where she put up musicals in 5 days with up to 64 students each week for communities and schools across the nation. She is a graduate of the Seattle Children’s Theater 2013-2014 Drama School Apprentice program at Seattle Children’s Theater. As a professional actor she has performed with theaters such as Hangar Theater in Ithaca, NY, 5th Avenue Theater, Seattle Musical Theater, Intiman Theater Festival, Coeur d’ Alene Summer Theater, Seattle Public Theater, ACT Central Heating LAB, WET Construction projects, Mt. Baker Theater, Island Stage Left, and won a 2012 Footlight award for great performance in a musical and a Gypsy Rose nomination for her performance as Nellie in Floyd Collins at STAGEright. This fall she is performing as the female understudy in Dick Whittington and His Cat at Seattle Children’s Theater. On the East Coast some favorite roles include: Belle in Disney’s Beauty and the Beast, Jo in Little Women the Musical, Aldonza in Man of La Mancha and Mary Jane in Jesus Hopped the A Train. She’s worked and trained as an actor/assistant director of the LAB Company with Hangar Theater in Ithaca, NY, in Commedia del’ Arte mask and comedy work at La Academia dell’arte in Arezzo, IT, and in film and television at Howard Fine Studios in LA.
